Therefore,
for your own spiritual welfare, if you are not yet instructed, in doubt, or if you
hold a confession differing from that of this congregation (that is, belong to
another church body or denomination), and yet desire to receive the
Sacrament, you are asked to first speak with the pastor.

(Gospel) He gives you power and spirit for new life and produces in
you good works done through faith in Christ.

(Law) He checks your old sinful nature and rebukes him when
necessary.

(Law) He shows us the will of God and guides us in what's right and
good and true.
